» Arethevideo cables installed properly.

« Change the setting of picture brightness on PICTURE MENU.

There are horizontal and vertical bars on the screen, the picture is shaking.

« Checkif any signalinterference activities is going on nearby, such as an electrical appliance or
power tool s in operation.
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IF YOU’'RE HAVING PROBLEMS

The reception is poor on some channels.

» The TV channel you’re watching may be having problems. Change to another channel and see if
the same is happening.
